dation money goes to educational uses such as Rotary 
Ambassadorial Scholarships, Professorial grants, 
Group Studies Exchange and the Rotary Centers for 
peace and conflict resolu-
tion. Humanitarian con-
tributions go to matching 
grants, district designated 
grants and polio plus. 
The effort to end polio in 
the world grew out of a 

small grant in 
California and 
by 2007 there 
is hope that 
polio will be 
eradicated in Afghanistan, Nigeria, India, 
and Pakistan. The last remaining out posts 
of the disease. During his presentation Hal 
had the pleasure of presenting Mal Dhor-
man and Lucy Adams with Major Donor 
pins for their contributions to the Rotary 
International foundation. This level of sup-

port equals 10 Paul Harris Fellowships. 

Past president of the 
Honolulu Rotary club 
and District 5000 Rotary 
Foundation Chair, Hal 
Darcy explained what 
happens to the money 
that is contributed and 
how it is distributed. Our 
annual contributions go 
toward programs that 
promotes 

health and peace, and helps end hun-
ger and illiteracy worldwide. District 
5000 ranks first in the United States 
based on our annual per capita con-
tribution to the Rotary International 
Foundation. We rank fifth out of 530 
clubs. Because of how the money is 
managed and invested Hal said that 
100% of every dollar we give goes to 
Rotary projects compared to some 
other organizations that may use up to 
40% or more in management fees. Some of the foun-
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
